I think if you frame it in this way 

for your child you will be amazed at their understanding. They are remarkably 

wise young people! 

We would like to invite another special group of guests to our school on No-

vember 10th at 2:15 p.m. .  This is the day in which we will be honoring our Vet-

erans at our Veteranõs Day assembly.  If you or a family member is currently 

serving in active duty or has previously served our nation in this important 

capacity, we hope that you will join us as we pay tribute to your service.  

Conference week is just around the corner! I am looking forward to seeing you 

and your child the last week of October.
